9. Key Contractual Clauses

Validity of Offer: Bids must remain valid for 60 days from the submission deadline.

Warranty Requirement: Minimum manufacturer warranty: 12 months or 50,000 km.

After-Sales Service: Supplier must demonstrate availability of spare parts and service center in
Rwanda.

Delivery and Registration: The cost of each vehicle must include all expenses related to import
clearance, customs duties, taxes, and registration. Vehicles must be delivered fully customs-
cleared, legally registered, and equipped with license plates, ready for use in Rwanda.
